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Reflection on my trip for the canonization

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On October 9th, 2022, | had the opportunity to travel to Rome for the
canonization of Blessed John Baptist Scalabrini. It was a short trip, only
four days, as there were work and home responsibilities to return to. |
hadn’t even considered going with such short notice, but something kept
nagging at me. | had never been to ltaly, the country where my both my
parent’s families have roots and where my father’s relatives still live in the
north. Sure, there were many chances to travel before, but there was
always something keeping me from the journey. So why now? Why travel
5500 miles for a man I've never even met? Thousands of people would be
there; what would my presence in St. Peter's Square matter? Still,
something inside made me think that | would regret not going. So | gave
up the decision to God. As the canonization date quickly approached, |
assumed that joining the Scalabrini Lay Movement on this pilgrimage was
not meant to be.

The days passed, and | kept thinking about my father, who | lost a year
ago, and how he would have enjoyed hearing about this adventure. |
thought about his great-uncle, Very Rev. Flaminio Parenti, C.S., simply
“Zio" to his nieces and nephews, whom | also never met but longed for a
connection with. | thought about my students, many of whom are
newcomers, and their families' struggles to overcome the challenges of
migrating to a new country to find a better life for their children. | came to
realize that | had to be a part of this landmark event. | had to be there. |
had to be among the thousands in St. Peter's Square. | made the decision.
| was going!

Fast forward to October 9th. St. Peter's Square. The feeling of being
among the many devoted people brought together to witness the
canonization was uplifting. Seeing the Holy Father and hearing the
words of his homily, “..today let us call to mind these emigrants.......do
we welcome them as brothers and sisters or do we exploit them?”
These words have inspired me to find ways to bridge our cultures and
reach out to help others in need, just as Scalabrini did over 100 years
ago. Pope Francis said that Scalabrini looked “to a world and a Church
without barriers, where no one [is] a foreigner.” Can we say the same?

As | sat there at Mass, reflecting on Scalabrini and his mission, | realized
why | was brought to St. Peter’'s Square. | am not spiritual, nor do | feel
holy because of my visit to the Vatican, but in those moments, | received
clarity on my role in creating that “world without barriers,” not just for
my students but for those who | have yet to meet. | finally felt a
connection to my Zio, being able to represent him posthumously at the
canonization of his founder. And yes, | did have a wonderful time being
a tourist in Rome, and my dad would have gotten a kick out of the
stories of our adventures!

Miles de personas estarian alli, ;qué
importaria mi presencia en la Plaza de San Pedro? Aun asi, algo en mi
interior me hizo pensar que me arrepentiria de no ir. Le entregué la
decisién a Dios. A medida que se acercaba rapidamente la fecha de la
canonizacion, asumi que unirme al Movimiento Laico Scalabrini en esta
peregrinacion no estaba destinado a suceder.

Al ver al Santo Padre y
escuchar las palabras de su homilia, “.. hoy recordemos a estos
emigrantes... ¢Los acogemos como hermanos y hermanas o los
explotamos?” Estas palabras me han inspirado a encontrar formas de
unir nuestras culturas y ayudar a otros necesitados, tal como lo hizo
Scalabrini hace més de 100 afios. El Papa Francisco dijo que Scalabrini
miraba “hacia un mundo y una Iglesia sin barreras, donde nadie [sea]
extranjero”. ;Podemos decir lo mismo?

Mientras estaba alli sentada en Misa, reflexionando sobre Scalabrini y su
misién, me di cuenta de por qué me llevaron a la Plaza de San Pedro. No
soy espiritual ni me siento santa por mi visita al Vaticano, pero en esos
momentos recibi claridad sobre mi papel en la creacién de ese "mundo
sin barreras" no solo para mis alumnos sino para aquellos que ain me
quedan por conocer.

Welcoming Hatian families

Hatian families at the Sclabrini Dukcevich Center
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The United States is the top global destination for Haitian migrants,
although significant migration is relatively recent. Migration from Haiti
has been driven by multiple factors, including political and human-
rights violations dating back at least to the Duvalier dictatorships of
the 20th century. The first major Haitian arrivals had escaped during
the brutal, three-decade-long Duvalier father-son dictatorship, the
collapse of which in 1986 led to political and economic chaos in Haiti.
Beyond political instability, endemic poverty and a series of natural
disasters, including a devastating 2010 earthquake, have prompted
generations of Haitians to move to the United States, elsewhere in the
Caribbean, and other countries throughout the Americas.

Over the past years, hundreds of Haitians have arrived to Rhode Island.
Many of these families are seeking asylum in the United States so the
family can work while they await the next steps of the immigration
process. According to the New Bridges head, who cited statistics for
2021 kept by the Consulate General of Haiti in Boston, some 8,000
Haitians live in Rhode Island. Anne Eugene, a Haitian-American; who
came to the US as an immigrant, joined the military in 2000 because
she wanted to do something meaningful in her life to serve globally.
She served in the US Army for 14 years and left the service back in
2014. At that time, she felt that her mission was not done, and still felt
the desire to serve; so, she joined multiple ministries at the church to
be able to serve locally. She currently is the Refugee Case Worker
Coordinator for the ElImwood Avenue Church of God Refugee Relief
Program, where she coordinates the resettlement of these refugees in
Rhode Island with basic human needs and referrals to certain public
assistance that they would be eligible for.

The Scalabrini Dukcevich Center’'s mission is to provide advocacy and
educational services to all those in need, to promote social
inclusiveness, empowerment, and development of our multicultural
and diverse communities regardless of their race, status or religious
background. On Saturday, September 17, 2022 Scalabrini hosted a
welcoming event for the Haitian community. Dozens of families with
their beautiful children adorned the Center. We eagerly noticed that
their faces full of joy and gratitude as we welcomed the new
families.Thirty five families are currently recipients of the Scalabrini
Dukcevich WIC program (Women Infants and Children) which offers
nutrition and breastfeeding education. In addition, they are enrolled in
receiving basic human needs such as food, clothing and toiletries.
English and Citizenship classes will also be made available in order to
provide them with the necessary tools they need for employment and
for effective communication.

This partnership between the Church of God Refugee Relief Service
and the Scalabrini Dukcevich Center has proven to serve many needy
families. The Scalabrini Dukcevich Center's mission incredibly
meaningful as the center’s missionis to welcome and assist migrants,
refugees, and all those in need. Saint John Baptist Scalabrini, our
recently canonized Saint, left a beautiful legacy for us to follow. He
wants us to see the face of Jesus in all the needy that we serve. He
also urges us not only to help them with their corporal needs, but also
their spiritual needs. Today, 135 years later Lay Scalabrinians continue
to walk alongside many migrants and refugees in 38 countries
worldwide following the Charism of St. John Baptist Scalabrini. May St.
John Baptist Scalabrini continues to intercede for us that we may
continue to be strong advocates for the most needy. Amen.
